Vendor Requirements

To be reimbursed $14.00 per hour for tutoring, the individual must have a Bachelor’s Degree,
or a minimum of fifteen semester hours, in the specific subject matter. When the tutor meets
the educational requirements listed in the previous sentence and can communicate with the
consumer in their native language with the service of an interpreter not required (interpreting
for individual who is deaf included), the hourly rate may be increased to $17.60 per hour.
No increase in hourly rate will be granted for collective tutoring and/or educational aide.
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
